LOCAL GOVERNMENT PENSION STRIKE – TUESDAY 28TH MARCH 2006

Linda Coey, is calling on health service workers across N.Ireland to support their colleagues in local government who have been forced to take strike action in defence of their pensions.  Ms Coey described Government’s proposals for changes to the local government pension scheme as nothing short of scandalous.

Ms Coey went on to say, I as a nurse in the Health service have had my pension protected and rightly so.  Teachers, Civil Servants, Fire Fighters and Police Officers will also have their pensions protected, what makes a school cleaner, a caretaker, a bin man or woman or a chief executive in local government different.  The answer to that is nothing!  Only government’s determination to discriminate against this group of workers.

This strike is about fairness.  I would call on health service workers to turn up at rallies and pickets in uniform to show the Government that we support fair play for local government workers.
