UNISON condemns the vicious attack on a security guard in the Ulster Hospital. 

Unfortunately this is becoming far too common in hospitals and we are calling on the Eastern Board to put additional resources into security in all hospitals.

Let the Eastern Board be under no illusion that this was attempted murder and we are asking that when this comes to court that the people responsible get the sentence that they deserve.

Brendan McCarthy also will be meeting with the Ulster Trust to ensure that security guards go about at night in pairs, rather than being left totally vulnerable on their own.

UNISON will also be asking for a meeting with the PSNI in the Dundonald area to see if patrols can be improved in and about the Ulster hospital.
