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Thank you for your interest in applying for the Open University K101 Introduction to Health & Social Care course run through Western Health & Social Care Trust  in partnership with UNISON.   Full and partial grants are available for participants with household incomes of up to £30,000 facilitated by UNISON.  Grants are also available to non UNISON members.  Other staff who do not qualify for a full grant may be funded by UNISON or the Trust directly.
In order to be eligible to be considered for a place you must meet the following criteria.
· have worked within the health service (f/t or p/t) for at least two years
· present evidence of completion of a course lasting at least 4 months
· have completed any present relevant training within the Trust by October 2010.
Your line manager must be prepared to release you to attend tutorials for up to 82 hours over ten months.   All of those selected will get release from the Western Trust to attend tutorials and access to the UNISON Study Skills programme and UNISON sponsored exam preparation day.
Service delivery is paramount and places will be offered to those who meet the criteria and whose release can be facilitated by line managers.  Where a number of people from any one team or department apply, there may be an option to temporarily change teams for the duration of the course.   Where that is not possible it will be up to the line manager to decide who from that team can attend.

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K101 Introduction to Health & Social Care Course Information for Managers
What is the course about?
This is an Open University course which is being run in partnership with the Western Trust and UNISON.     It offers a broad foundation in health and social care and is a stand alone qualification offering a Certificate in Introduction to Health & Social Care, worth 60 university credits.  It provides underpinning knowledge for NVQ Level 3&4 in Care, and is mapped to the Knowledge & Skills Framework.  It is also a compulsory module in a number of OU diploma and degree programmes including Nursing, Social Work (not currently recognised in NI), B.A. in Health & Social Care, B.A. in Childhood & Youth Studies and B.A. in Social Policy.
There are seven modules
Who cares? looks at the range of formal and informal care, exploring the diversity and sensitivity of care situations
Working with life experience explores the impact of care needs and care services on people’s sense of identity and self-worth. 
Diverse communities and resources for care asks how a community can respond to the needs of different groups of people. 
People and places: contexts of care explores the settings where care takes place, exploring their physical, social and psychological impact and the extent to which they are enabling or disabling.
Making care safer? examines how care can go wrong and what individuals can do to try to prevent this.
The shaping of care services in the UK examines care policies at the national level.

As this is a first year university level programme, students will be expected to do between 14-20 hours of personal study in their own time per week.   They have to complete seven assignments and one three hour exam.  
UNISON & Western Trust 
K101 – Introduction to Health & Social Care - FAQ
UNISON is committed to promoting opportunities for development and progression for members.  In partnership with the Open University (OU) we can access funding for a grant for UNISON members, with a household income of less than £30,000 (sliding scale – please see overleaf).   The Trust will give release to all successful candidates, regardless of union membership. 
What is the course about?
This course replaces the popular K100 and offers a broad foundation in health and social care. It gives a grounding in the knowledge, skills and understanding required in caring work of all kinds – paid or unpaid, voluntary or professional – and also explores the perspective of users of care services. At the same time it prepares you for further study towards a diploma or degree.  
There are seven modules:
Who cares? looks at the range of formal and informal care, exploring the diversity and sensitivity of care situations
Working with life experience explores the impact of care needs and care services on people’s sense of identity and self-worth. 
Diverse communities and resources for care asks how a community can respond to the needs of different groups of people. 
People and places: contexts of care explores the settings where care takes place, exploring their physical, social and psychological impact and the extent to which they are enabling or disabling.
Making care safer? examines how care can go wrong and what individuals can do to try to prevent this.
The shaping of care services in the UK examines care policies at the national level. 
Where can it lead?
K101 is a stand-alone qualification, providing underpinning knowledge for NVQ Level 3&4 in Care, and is mapped to the Knowledge & Skills Framework.  It is also a compulsory module in a number of OU diploma and degree programmes including Nursing, Social Work (not currently recognised in NI), BA in Health & Social Care, BA in Childhood & Youth Studies, BA in Social Policy.   Pre-Reg Nurse training is now available through the OU, QUB and UU. Completion of the K101 does not guarantee a place on the programme.   However, evidence indicates that those with K101 increase their chance of gaining a place and get a 60 credit exemption in the first year of the OU course.  In addition it is worth 60 credits, 120 of which are required in lieu of A Levels plus GCSE Maths for a full time degree in Nursing or Social Work at Queens or University of Ulster. 
How long does it last?
It will run from late September 2010 – June 2011.  There will be 8 three hour tutorials over that time, with additional support from your tutor by email and/or phone.   In addition UNISON has developed a Study Skills for K101 course over 6 weekly three hour sessions which will run alongside the K101 tutorials to support your progress.   We also host an exam preparation and revision day.  
Will I get release?
Yes, this course is being run in partnership with the Trust, so you will get release for the tutorials, study skills and some study leave.
Do I require access to a computer?
Yes, part of the tuition is delivered online and you will also have to complete a number of web based tasks, so you need access to a computer and the internet.      Basic internet and email skills are sufficient.  
How much work will there be?
This is a university level course and requires a high level of personal commitment.  In addition to attending the tutorials, you must complete seven essays and a 3 hour exam.  The OU recommends that around 14 - 20 hours of personal home study per week will be required.  All materials are provided, however you have to purchase two books, which cost a total of £30.
Will I get paid more?
No, as this is an academic course, it will not change what you do within your job, though feedback from past participants has been very positive in terms of improving personal practice.  It may also open up opportunities to progress within your job, or to a different job, which may result in increased pay.
What if my household income is more than outlined in the scales below?
This particular grant initiative is targeting lower earning households.   If you do not qualify within these income criteria, the Trust may fund your fees.   
Do I have to be working in the field of Nursing or Care to do this course? 
No, unlike NVQs, which reflect practice, this is an academic course.  This means that you can work in administration, support services, security, estates, catering, labs or facilities and still apply.     
UNISON Household Income* Scale

The calculations are based on the earnings of you or you and your partner (regardless of marital/civil partnership status).  If you have dependent children under 18 years, the threshold increases.  The calculations do not include the earnings of other people living in your house, such as parents, siblings, lodgers.    We require copies of P60 to verify income.  All those who are selected and fall within the income levels below will qualify for funding to cover the course fee £650 as well as a grant towards books and travel.  For those who do not qualify, UNISON and the Trust are funding a number of places directly.

Students with a household income up to £30,000 may be able to access a partial grant.
If your household is in receipt of Disability Living Allowance, Attendance Allowance, Industrial Injuries Benefit, Child Benefit, Working or Child Tax Credits – you do not include these as part of any household income.    If you receive Income support, housing benefit or income-based employment and support allowance, you will qualify for a full award.  

* Household income is any income earned by you and your partner before tax – found on your P60 or your payslip from March 2010
